AddRow ($table_name, $param1, $param_col1, $param2, $param_col2...)
Add an entry to the database. Takes pairs of values (parameter, parameter column name)
new($do_transaction, $read_only)
Create new database object. $do_transaction is an optional boolean for starting a transaction. $read_only connects to the database in read only mode. Kills program on error.

DeleteRow ($table_name, $primary_key, $primary_col_name)

Delete a row from the database. Beware of cascading deletes on primary keys.
Disconnect()
Closes connection to database

GetAHashRef ($sql, @params)
Returns a single hash reference to a row in the database. @params replace “?” in SQL statement. See dbaccess::SendQuery for more detail.  Returns false on zero records found.

WARNING, make sure there is only one row to select based on a primary key or a set of keys. If you are sorting data and taking the first entry, be sure to include “LIMIT 1” in your SQL to keep the code clean.
GetAllHashRefs ($sql, $key_field, @bind_params)
Returns a reference to a hash of hashes keyed on $key_field. @params replace “?” in SQL statement. See dbaccess::SendQuery for more detail.  Returns false on zero records found.

GetHashRefs ($sql, @params)
Returns an array of hash references to rows in the database. @params replace “?” in SQL statement. See dbaccess::SendQuery for more detail. Returns false on zero records found.
UpdateRow ($table_name, $primary_key, $primary_col, $param1, $param_col1,

   
           $param2, $param_col2...)

Modifies a row in the DB based on it's primary_key, and primary column name.  Takes pairs (parameter, parameter column name). 
WARNING, do not include the primary key as a parameter
SendQuery ($sql, $param1, $param2, ..)
PRIVATE

Perform (prepare and execute) a SQL query on the database by first populating question marks ('?') in $sql with parameters $param1, $param2, etc and returning the statement handle (sth). Kills the program on database error or retunrs false on zero records found.
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
